Maths 
Place Value 

• Sorting, counting and representing 
objects.  

• Counting, reading and writing 
numbers.  

• One more, one less and comparing 
and ordering numbers and groups 
of objects.  

Symbols used: < > =  
Language used: more, less, greater, 

fewer, equal  
Addition and Subtraction 

• Number bonds and related 
subtraction facts within 10.  

• Addition and subtraction 
calculations and problems 
associated with these.  

• Comparing calculations.  
Symbols used: + - < > = 
Language used: addition, subtraction, 
counting back, finding the difference, 
adding together, adding more. 

English 
We will improve our reading fluency through 
reading texts closely matched to the phonics 

we know and will practise in small groups 3 
times a week with an adult. 

 
When writing we will practise key sentence 
skills such as ‘holding a sentence’. We will 

focus on writing short sentences and how to 
use capital letters, finger spaces and full 

stops correctly. This will be taught through 
the magic of Drawing Club. 

 
 

 
 

 PE 
PE will take place on a Monday afternoon.  

We will work on fundamental movement skills 
such as throwing, catching, hopping and 

jumping. We’ll have lots of fun participating in 
Mrs Chadwick’s challenges who will lead the
